All lung cancer patients with adenocarcinoma should have
their tumors tested for ALK. According to recent medical

guidelines, ALK & EGFR TESTING SHOULD BE
PRIORITIZED over other biomarkers.*

DISEASE PROGRESSION

The discovery of new biomarkers and therapies has brought new treatment options to
patients with lung cancer, BUT PROGRESSION OCCURS.° For patients with ALK+ NSCLC,
common sites of disease progression may include brain, liver, and bone.
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6 SIGNS of cancer progression may include?:

B Coughing B Pain B Fatigue
I Dyspnea B Loss of appetite B Hemoptysis
(difficulty breathing) & weight loss (spitting up blooqd)

Patients should be monitored regularly for symptoms of progression.
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
